Illusion v. Reality

Objective: By the end of this activity, you should fully understand the concepts of illusion, reality, and symbolism.

Through this activity, you will answer two questions: 

· What is an illusion(s) you have created or portrayed about yourself? 

· What is your reality? (i.e. Answer: If you really knew me, you would know….)
Directions: On a sheet of computer paper, you will write illusion on one side and reality on the other. On each side you will draw or cut out (from newspapers or magazines) symbols that represent both the illusion others might have of you and then the reality of what you really are.

For example: Someone that is always smiling and everyone thinks is really happy might draw a smile or a sun on the illusion side. However, in reality they might be a sad person. On the reality side of their paper, they could draw or cut out a tear. Each symbol must be explained on the sheet of paper.

Requirements:

· Each side must have 7-10 symbols and explanations in complete sentences. 
(A total of 14-20 items).
· Your project must be neat and well put together.
